Trustee Brinkhoff said the number of acres available on the Thimmig property was 9.  
 
TRUSTEE NOE MOVED AND TRUSTEE STEELY SECONDED to approve the consent agenda with 
corrections. Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.  
 
Mayor Vieira closed the Regular Board Meeting at 7:32pm and opened the Library Board. Roll call was 
taken and all members were present except Trustee Stevens and Trustee Cienfuegos-Baca. 
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LIBRARY BOARD 
Directors Report 
Trustee Brinkhoff asked about the progress on the e-books. Ms. Trant said they currently can down load 
the audio books, but the e-books would probably be next month.  She said they are changing out a few of 
the computers for newer ones. Ms. Trant said they may have to move Story Time into the Community 
Room if they continue to increase in attendance.  
 
There was no report from the Friends of the Library. 
 
Mayor Vieira closed the Library Board at 7:36pm and opened the Sewer Enterprise Board. Roll call was 
taken and all members were present except Trustee Stevens and Trustee Cienfuegos-Baca. 
 
SEWER ENTERPRISE 
1. Resolution 1-2012SE – Rate Stabilization Account 
Mr. Lorentzen explained why this was necessary.  
 
TRUSTEE BRINKHOFF MOVED AND TRUSTEE STEELY SECONDED to approve Resolution 1-
2012SE a resolution authorizing the establishment of a “rate stabilization account” in conformity with the 
Rate covenant provisions of the 2002 Colorado Water Resources and Power Development Authority Loan 
Agreement. Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.  
 
Mayor Vieira closed the Sewer Enterprise Board at 7:40pm and reopened the Regular Board Meeting.  
Roll call was taken and all members were present except Trustee Steely and Trustee Cienfuegos-Baca.  
 
NEW BUSINESS 
6. Buck Eye Buc-N-Ears 4-H Dance Group – Request for use of Leeper Center 
Mayor Vieira said this group lost their practice hall and would like to use the Leeper Center on Monday 
nights.  
 
Millie Smelker, representing the 4-H group, said they have about 12 kids ranging in age from 5 to 11 
years old.  They would like the facility from 5:30-8:30 pm. She explained the competition they participate 
in. They are also requesting a waiver for the fees. There was discussion about a conflict on the first 
Monday of each month. It was determined that if staff knows ahead of time that there would be a large 
group for the Planning Commission meeting that they would contact Ms. Smelker. Trustee Daknis 
suggested that she check with the Housing Authority about their Club House.  
 
TRUSTEE BRINKHOFF MOVED AND TRUSTEE NOE SECONDED to waive the Leeper rental fees 
for the Buck eye Buc-N-Ears 4-H Dance Group. Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.   
 
2. Resolution 1-2011- Locations for Posting Meeting Notices 
Mr. Lorentzen said this is an annual renewal. He said there have been no changes in locations. 
 
TRUSTEE DAKNIS MOVED AND TRUSTEE STEELY SECONDED to approve Resolution 1-2011 
setting locations for posting meetings. Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.   
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3. Resolution 2-2011 – Adopting 3-Mile Boundary 
Mr. Lorentzen said the state requires this to be adopted annually. We have used our comprehensive plan 
boundaries as our three mile plan.  
 
TRUSTEE NOE MOVED AND TRUSTEE DAKNIS SECONDED to approve Resolution 2-2011 
adopting current Comprehensive Master Plan as the Three Mile Plan. Roll call was taken and the motion 
passed unanimously.  
 
4. Discussion Thimmig Purchase Contract 
Mr. March explained where we are with the Thimmig Property. The developer would like to subdivide it 
and zone it as Community Commercial. He said the town is looking at 9 acres to be split with the Boys 
and Girls Club.  
 
There was discussion about the construction of the streets. Mr. Lorentzen said that his analysis for cost of 
the project included 6th street, but not the internal streets.  
 
Mr. March suggested that the property be assessed and we can see how much it is worth.  

 
No action was taken. 
 
5. Senior’s Contract for use of Leeper Center 
Mr. Lorentzen said there are no changes to the agreement from last year.  
 
TRUSTEE BRINKHOFF MOVED AND TRUSTEE DAKNIS SECONDED to approve the contract with 
the Seniors for the use of the Leeper Center. Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.   
 
7. Appoint member to CAC 
Trustee Brinkhoff said there was only one application.  
 
TRUSTEE BRINKHOFF MOVED AND TRUSTEE DAKNIS SECONDED to appoint Jenifer Griffin to 
the CAC. Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.   
 
8. Appoint member to Board of Adjustments 
Mr. Lorentzen said that Mike Sullivan had tendered his resignation. He said Mr. Sullivan’s term would 
have been up in April. We have received one application. He asked that Mr. Walston come up and 
introduce himself.  
 
Andrew Walston said he has lived in Wellington for 7 years. He came from a small town and would like 
to get his feet wet in the political process.  
 
Mr. Lorentzen described what the Board of Adjustments does. He said most of the requests are variances 
to the zoning code. He also said that they do not meet that often.  
 
Mr. Lorentzen said the meetings are on the 4th Thursday of the month at 7:00pm. Ms. Sullivan said there 
would be one this month.  

 
TRUSTEE BRINKHOFF MOVED AND TRUSTEE NOE SECONDED to appoint Andrew Walston to 
the Board of Adjustments. Roll call was taken and the motion passed unanimously.   
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9. Appoint members to Planning Commission 
Mayor Vieira said this is to reappoint Bert McCaffery and Barry Friedrichs for 6 year terms. Mr. 
Lorentzen said they both said they would be willing to serve.  
  
TRUSTEE DAKNIS MOVED AND TRUSTEE STEELY SECONDED to appoint the reappointment of 
Bert McCaffery and Barry Friedrichs to the Planning Commission for 6 year terms. Roll call was taken 
and the motion passed unanimously.
